School Facilities 

General

The School Principal conducts weekly walkthroughs at EJE Elementary Academy to ensure the school site is clean, safe, and functional. The walkthrough inspections include visiting every classroom, Physical Education Room, Office and the entire school grounds to ensure the facility is clean and organized. Feedback is provided to all classroom teachers on the condition of their classroom.  The Principal will then follow-up if there is an area of concern.

Facilities Description

EJE Elementary Academy has 16 permanent classrooms, 11 portable classrooms, a multipurpose room, a library, and an administration building. The main campus was built in 1948. Proposition D funds were used to perform electrical upgrades throughout the campus and to replace the school’s HVAC systems.

Maintenance and Repair

EJE Elementary Academy submits maintenance work orders to Cajon Valley Union School District (charter authorizer) to ensure repairs are completed in a timely manner.  However, there are necessary repairs that include leaks in plumbing and roofing that have not yet been addressed and resolved.  The school also requires new paint because it is the oldest school building in the district. 

Cleaning Process and Schedule

EJE Elementary Academy is cleaned on a daily basis by a two-person janitorial staff. All classrooms are vacuumed twice a week with the exception of Kindergarten classrooms, which are vacuumed daily.  Work performed includes: sweeping, vacuuming, and mopping floors, emptying trash, cleaning sinks, filling dispensers, and dusting rooms, as scheduled.  The school employs 2 full-time custodians; one for day shift and another for the afternoon/evening shift.  A landscaping crew maintains the school grounds.  A thorough deep cleaning of all areas is conducted every summer. 

The school’s administration collaborates with custodial and grounds personnel to ensure a clean and safe school.

IX. Student Performance 

Standardized Testing and Reporting Program 


The Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program consists of several key components, including: 
· California Standards Tests (CSTs), which include English-language arts (ELA) and mathematics in grades two through eleven; science in grades five, eight, and nine through eleven; and history-social science in grades eight, and nine through eleven. 
· California Modified Assessment (CMA), an alternate assessment that is based on modified achievement standards in ELA for grades three through eleven; mathematics for grades three through seven, Algebra I, and Geometry; and science in grades five and eight, and Life Science in grade ten. The CMA is designed to assess those students whose disabilities preclude them from achieving grade-level proficiency on an assessment of the California content standards with or without accommodations. 
· California Alternate Performance Assessment (CAPA) includes ELA and mathematics in grades two through eleven, and science for grades five, eight, and ten. The CAPA is given to those students with significant cognitive disabilities whose disabilities prevent them from taking either the CSTs with accommodations or modifications or the CMA with accommodations. 


The assessments under the STAR Program show how well students are doing in relation to the state content standards. On each of these assessments, student scores are reported as performance levels.
